Approval of Minutes
· Approval of April minutes will be delayed. Sheri Rees, who substituted for the Secretary will forward the minutes later for distribution.

Chair's Report - Leann Kostek  -  Attachment A
· Leann has created an  IEEE e-mail alias for the EXCOM members of the Seattle Section . It would require no changes as officers change each year. It points to Barb at the Electric League.  Barb would forward  e-mails to the appropriate person (s). sec.seattle@ieee.org.
· .The Region is requiring all Sections move to a  January - December calendar year. A few of  the benefits for the Seattle Section include officer  rosters that are not  6 months out of date and  the elimination of twice a year financial reports. Leann recommends this change be implemented  with  next year’s officers who would serve a 18 month term from June 2000 - December 2001. The current officer nominees were unaware of this change and have made a commitment to serve only 1 year.  The  nominating committee will work out the details of  issues as: The  election of officers no longer tied to a Spring Banquet. Engineering student chapters will not be effected  because their funds are not tied to the Seattle Section reporting requirements.

· The Seattle Section received approval of its Bylaws submitted when Steve Allen was Chair of the Seattle Section

· Section membership is up 4% to 3,631.

· An  IEEE Society/Section Information Survey was provided to those present to fill out and return tonight to Leann. The questionnaire is looking at new approaches to IEEE membership and new working relationship for IEEE entities. 

· As a result of submitting the annual financial report (L-50); Mike Sousa; Staff Director of Financial Services requests that the Section move to “consolidated banking”.  This requires that we close the Seafirst checking account and the Prudential account and move the Section funds to Mellon Bank with the national office. There are many benefits to this. Leann recommends keeping  the existing accounts until June and make the change with the new Treasurer. It was moved by Merv Eaton to accept the above recommendation. It was second by Sheri Rees. It was passed by an unanimous voice vote with one abstainer.

·  The final EXCOM meeting of the year will be held at a restaurant at the Galleria  (across the parking lot in Bellevue) Stay tuned for future details from Leann.

· Region 6 has not received award nominations from the Sections for: Community Service, Individual Achievement, Large Company of the Year, and Small Company of the Year. The Company of the Year award recognizes those companies who support IEEE activities and employees who are IEEE members. Previous winner have been Puget Power and Microsoft.  After some discussion; Boeing and Alpha Technologies were suggested for their recent support of the Section IEEE activities.  Swarm Kumar and Merv Eaton volunteered to fill out the necessary paperwork and forward immediately to Don Badley at the Region.

 Vice Chair's Report - Franklin Lu -  

· The Spring Banquet is Friday, May 14th at Chateau Ste. Michelle Winery. Approximately 100+ tickets were sold. The jazz band will play 7:15 to 8:15 p.m. and 9:00 p.m. on. Steve Allen is the M.C. Puget Sound Energy purchased  8 tickets  for a table.   PSE requests the tickets go to EE/Computer Science students. Franklin needs the names of students who plan to attend by 12 noon Wednesday.

· Only two papers were submitted for the Student paper competition.  One was from Anchorage and the other from Gonzaga University. Entries must be submitted by April.    

· The Future Cities competition for Middle School students will be held next year. Washington State representatives came in 4th out of 16 national participants. October is the deadline for applicants. The Section should start recruiting the middle schools  in the spring to meet the deadline.
