· Al attended the Northwest Area meeting in Portland on October 27,2001.  Here are his highlights:

Region VI Director Larry Hamerman spoke about the proposed restructuring of the IEEE board of Directors.  He also spoke about IEEE headquarters’ desire to dissolve ECI, which manages conventions for them.

IEEE is running a projected $44 million dollar deficit this year.  IEEE USA however, has been frugal and is in sound financial shape.  The problem with IEEE is they are now at the mercy of the stock market.  They had plenty of cash reserves but chose to invest them and borrow money to cover day-to day expenses.  Now they are in trouble.

the Area student branch representative wants to see student papers submitted from every branch for the contest this year.

Spokane section reported about 5-6 meetings a year.

Alaska section has their meetings on a section-wide basis regularly.

Wenatchee section is struggling to stay afloat.

Oregon section is developing four new society chapters.

The AZAD corporation received the Region VI Small Company of the Year award, cited for strong support of the local Computer Society chapter.

Oregon section sponsors a $295 course for 10 continuing education credits, required for maintenance of their PE license.

There was general stress on electronic communications as a key to consistent member contact.

The legal council for the AELC’s  lobbies for the engineering community based on input from weekly meetings.  Steve Brown encourages Section officers from all sections to join him at the meetings.

We have a member of our PACE Committee dedicated to Graduate Of the Last Decade (GOLD) activities.  Curtis Lu is a recent graduate of the UW and is actively working to initiate a Gold program in the Seattle Section.

PSEC

We continue to support our membership of the Puget Sound Engineering Council (PSEC).  Steve Allen is serving as the Seattle Section representative to PSEC.  PSEC organizes an engineering fair each year at a local shopping mall and holds an engineering banquet during National Engineer’s Week.  PSEC also serves as a focal point for 23 engineering societies and organizations in the Puget Sound area.

Career Development

We are in communication with the PACE committee in the Portland Section and plan to combine our efforts and coordinate at least one PACE meeting related to career development and the marketplace for engineers in the Seattle area.
