Chair’s Report - Sheri Rees

· The Engineers Fair is coming up in February.  Volunteers will be needed to man IEEE’s booth.

· Swarn Kumar has agreed to help with NORTHCON October 2002.  She will be contacting Rob Tiplain who is looking for seed money ($2500).  The show will be run by ECI whether or not IEEE participates. IEEE and ERA could earn income from the show should they choose to participate.  Do we want to participate?  What is the benefit to us?  To what extent would our participation be?  It was agreed that the seminars and tutorials benefit our society members.  The group agreed that we need to determine our level of participation and that we should have the ability to provide seed money.  A motion was made and approved for Sheri Rees to be able to authorize to commit the section financially of up to $2500 without the section’s approval upon consultation with Swarn Kumar and Rob Tiplain.

· Only five registrations are in for the PE Refresher Course.  The first session will be held January 23rd.

· The December 2001 budget report was reviewed.

· Expense for the 2001 Spring Banquet were $5,823.84.

Future City and PACE Report – Steve Allen

· Puget Sound Engineering Council (PSEC)  Award nominations for Engineers Week are due January 9th.

· Engineers Fair:  This year’s engineers fair will be held Feb. 16th & 17th at Crossroads Mall in Bellevue.  We will have one booth for IEEE and one booth for Future City.  PSEC will be sponsoring their own booth as well.  Steve is looking for some IEEE pictures to include in the booth.

· Future City Competition:  Fifteen schools have registered for the January 26th competition at the Seattle Center.  It is likely that only 6-7 schools will end up competing.  The committee is looking at this year as a building year.  Steve Brown will be looking for Judges.  Contributions are starting to come in (local PACE $1000).  We are hopeful that National PACE will contribute $1000 and that PSE will contribute $2000.

· Major Domo E-mail List and the Data Link:  Members will have the ability to subscribe and un-subcribe to the list.  The plan will be to use IEEE’s database to maintain the list.  The move to e-mailing the Data Link would be done in several stages.  Mailings using the Major Domo would be limited to at most once a week.

· Steve has received approval to use PSE’s auditorium in the downtown Bellevue General Office Building (located next to One Bellevue Center).  There is parking available nearby for $1/hr(California Pizza Kitchen lot).  If members agree, IEEE could subsidize the parking fee.
