I would recommend that the ExCom approve this at the upcoming meeting, which unfortunately I will not be able to attend do to a trip. Either Ron or Swarn will be at the meeting. 

2/1/02 Note from Paul Kostek regarding Northcon:  The tutorials offer the best opportunity to generate revenue.  We can run up to four tutorials, and probably more if we can come up with them. If we want to move forward we need to identify topics for the tutorials and suggested speakers. As I mentioned in my earlier email ECI will split the net 50-50 (after expenses). Expenses include speaker honorarium, AV, etc. So if you have an idea for a topic and speaker we just need to work with them to determine what their fee will be.  After that is done Brenda Minkalis of ECI will work out the remaining details.

· PE Refresher Course We have completed the third week and have 26 participants, including one from the South Pacific, one from Spokane and one from Wenatchee, via videotape. Income is almost complete with $5346.90 received. Expenses so far are $1500 for speakers and $3243.85 for texts. Looks like we’ll make money.

The Coats are available for $3500. Yay! I am also looking for a speaker, for about 30 minutes. I am talking to Paul Andrews, the tech writer for the Seattle Times about availability and cost.
