Chair's Report

September 2, 2003

1. I did not attend the August 2003 Region 6 OpCom meeting in San Francisco.

2. I will be in Dallas for the PES Transmission and Distribution meeting on September 9, so cannot attend the September Excomm meeting. Karen will run the meeting in my place.

3. Chapter chairs remember that the Datalink is now electronic. Send meeting announcements to Dix Fulton at City Light. He puts them on the section web page, and then the Section Secretary (Curtis) emails the section a short note with a web pointer at the end of the month.

Questions (for Dix, I guess): Will the web page be formated to print nicely, so people can make or save printouts?

Will the web pages be archived on the web site?

4. The Industrial Applications Society (IAS) is holding its 2004 Annual Meeting in Seattle. At the June Excom meeting the Excom voted to provide $5,000 in seed money to the conference with a proviso about understanding the terms of the seed money support, and in particular envisioning a 50-50 split. At the time no one on the Excomm knew of any standard arrangements for splitting the conference excess income.

At the end of July Brett Hanson from Sparling, the Conference chair, emailed Al Moser, who passed along to me, information that the national IAS caps the local chapter return on investment to 20% of the profits. Brett went on to tell me that the national will eventually provide significantly more than $5,000 in seed money to the conference. 

At the June Excomm meeting the concern was to understand the payback arrangements, not to limit to a specific percentage. Therefore I authorized payment of the $5,000 seed money to the IAS meeting, which has recently established a checking account, and emailed the Excomm asking for any objections. None were forthcoming, and the check has been mailed.

5. The IEEE Board of Directors will meet in Seattle in November 11-16 2003 at the Renaissance Madison. The meetings appear to be open to all IEEE members. See

for details.

I will attend the Regional Activities Board meeting Friday November 14 unless it conflicts with my teaching schedule. Chapter chairs may want to attend the RAB/TAB Section/Chapter Support Committee meetings Thursday November 13. There is also a membership development meeting. Free valet parking is available if you register ahead of time using the web site listed.

6. I will attend the Puget Sound Engineering Council (PSEC) Inter-Society Officer's Workshop Saturday September 13, 2003 at the Redmond Public Library. Anyone with input about PSEC please contact me before the meeting. I should be in my office Friday September 12.

7. The IEEE Components, Packaging & Manufacturing Technology Society will sponsor the 2004 IEEE Holm Conference on Electrical Contacts (#9543) September 20-23, 2004 in Seattle. So far I have a contact address at the IEEE national HQ for the conference. I am trying to find a local or host committee contact, with the intent of discussing seed money and any other ways the section can help.

8. We have two society chapters that are in meeting report trouble.

a. The Professional Communications Society (PCS) has had no meetings for the past three years. I've gotten email saying that the chapter will be dissolved by the RAB in November unless we do something about it. Al Moser says that Brian Mast is trying to revive it and that he understands that the dissolution has been put off for this year.

b. The AP/E/MTT (Antennas and Propagation/Electromagnetics(?)/Microwave Theory and Techniques) chapter reported 1 meeting in 2002 after 5 in 2000 and 6 in 2001. Perhaps this is just underreporting. Will the Secretary please check on this (Curtis)..

9. We have a membership report from the national showing a 4.0% drop in membership over the past year. This seems consistent with the high tech economic picture in the area.
