Chair’s Report – Curtis Lu

· Audit has not yet happened.  Del will meet with Andrew to get the books up to date.  Then they will meet with the auditor over the summer.  I has been over 3 years since the last audit.
· There was a PSEC Workshop at the Redmond Library on June 10.  Maury Miller and Joe Decuir attended.  Their report:
· Maury asked was scholarships we offer.  Answer: we have supported IEEE student members, but not students out of high school.

· They sponsor the Engineers Fair.

· They are desperate for EE mentors at colleges.  Joe suggests that we arrange that directly between the Section and the local student chapters, as a reward for student membership.

· PSEC recruits local engineers to speak at Career Days at high schools.

· Joe reports that we are the largest member group with about 3700.  ASCE has about 2200; ASME has about 900.  SWE sent 5 people to this workshop of 15 people.
· Other engineering organizations are also looking to put on half day or full day workshops with continuing education credit.

· Joe suggests that in the future, we should promote an IEEE meetings with general engineering interest to PSEC (e.g. expert witness seminar).  We should also be scanning  their calendar an promoting similar talks in the Datalink and on our web site.

· PSEC should continue to have IEEE representation.  Their meetings are on the first Monday of a month (unless it is a holiday, in which case is slips a week), at Andy’s Diner in south Seattle.

· The new GOLD co-chair nominees are Anna Le and Sarah Mansa, who have just completed parallel terms as student chapter chairs at UW and SU respectively.  They were approved by acclamation.
· July 15 is the deadline for Region 6 awards.  Curtis will send the details to the excom alias.

· He is still planning a Summer Family Picnic for August 26.  The location is still TBD; Joe suggested Lake Sammamish State Park.  Curtis will lead a committee to put this on.
· We need to assemble a nominating committee.  Curtis will contact Karen Pavletich and other recent Section chairs.
